Yanni & Associates’ investment philosophy is built on three major platforms: (1) Asset Allocation, (2) Diversification and Rebalancing, and (3) Security Selection.  All of these factors are considered when establishing each client’s unique portfolio structure.   All clients have a personalized written Investment Policy Statement that summarizes their individual circumstances and our rationale for our recommendations for them.  We do NOT use model portfolios!
Each account is appropriately balanced between equity and fixed income vehicles, as this is the most important determinant of the risk/return characteristics the assets will experience.  Equity diversification is then provided utilizing vehicles from different asset capitalization ranges (large/mid/small stocks), different styles (growth/value), combined with a balanced international exposure to form a “core” equity portfolio.  Afterwards, small percentage “niche” segments will be actively chosen to blend around our core equity segment which is based on current and forecasted economic events.  Importantly, as both client circumstances change and because all markets do not move in a parallel fashion, periodic rebalancing occurs on an ongoing basis.  Lastly, within security selection, we utilize the most cost-efficient vehicles such as exchange-traded funds (ETFs) or index funds where available.  Actively managed mutual funds are also utilized to compliment various segments as well.  
For fixed income vehicles, usually maturity dates and types of vehicles chosen are matched against a client’s ability to assume risk, liquidity needs, and taxable situation.  In addition, interest rate forecasts and economic projections are also taken under consideration.
